FRPC is comprised of two subcommittees that work together and with NA S&PF, other NAASF committees, and others to achieve and advance the FRPC mission and support NAASF initiatives. 
· Forest Resource Planning Subcommittee—support and improve the development of state forest resource assessments and plans and other plans affecting forest resources; strengthen skills in planning, resource and policy analysis, and defining and measuring sustainable forest management; and to actively promote the benefits of forest planning. 
· Geospatial Technologies Subcommittee—facilitate the use of GIS and related technologies to support state and federal forest programs by providing a forum through which state and federal GIS personnel collaborate to coordinate activities on regionally significant issues. 
Proposed FRPC Work Plan for FY 2011 

1. Next Steps for State Assessments and Strategies—in collaboration with NA, NAASF committees, and others, contribute to next steps (see the “Next Steps” Brief): 
1) Regional summary of State Assessments and Strategies 
2) Implement State Strategies and related Federal components (grants, reporting)
3) Connect state Assessment and Strategies with regional and national efforts
4) Share lessons learned in developing State Forest Assessments and Strategies and determine needed actions in addressing identified gaps in information 
2. National Data Strategy Team—Continue to represent NAASF states on this team which provides national support and coordination for State Assessments and Strategies and is developing a data strategy to support future State Assessments. Janel Pike serves as the state GIS rep. and Helen Cozzetto (MN) and Cotton Randall (OH) serve as the state planning reps. on this team. 
3. Northern Forest Futures Project (NFFP)—Gus Raeker serves on the Implementation Team and Rebecca Gass serves on the Steering Committee for the Northern Forest Futures Project. The full FRPC committee will be asked to review components of the NFFP.
4. Stewardship Project—FRPC will respond to requests for input on portions of the Stewardship Project that relate to State Assessments and Strategies.
5. Habitat Classification Mapping Project (approved by NAASF November, 2009)—Ian MacFarlane is the lead contact and Tom Luther is the USFS technical contact. We are seeking one state planning and one GIS contact for this effort. FRPC will provide input throughout and facilitate state review of early drafts. 
6. FRPC Website—Keep state assessment, planning, and geospatial content current and robust.  Work with the NAASF Communications Committee to revamp to a more user-friendly format.
7. NAASF Summer Meeting—The FRPC Chair, or representative, is required to attend the NAASF summer meeting to present a Committee update.  

8. 2011 Forest Resource Planning Committee (FRPC) Meeting—The FY 2011 committee meeting location will be decided at the August 2010 meeting. Since the FRPC is comprised of state planning and state geospatial professionals, this is a joint, registration-funded meeting of the two subcommittees (with plenary and break-out sessions). Typical attendance at the annual meeting is 40-60 people, including staff from the 21 NAASF members, NA S&PF, NRS, and USFS (WO).  The small size of this conference often makes it impossible to cover the cost associated with obtaining the caliber of technical experts necessary to inform and increase the skills of the planning and GIS professionals. Budget assistance is necessary for NAASF Committee Liaison travel and speaker fees/honorariums for technical experts.
